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COACH/MENTOR INFORMATION AND FORM


INFORMATION FOR COACHES/MENTORS ORGANISING AWAY TRIPS

Organising club activities including away trips (day and overnight) for underage players is governed by Section 9 of the GAA Code of Behaviour (Underage). Cuala advises that all adults involved in organising or participating in trips for underage players familiarize themselves with this guidance.

Outline of procedure for organising away trips with underage players:
1. Notify the Cuala Children’s Officer at Childrens.Officer.cuala.dublin@gaa.ie at least 4 weeks (or as soon as possible) prior to proposed date to give an outline of the trip.
2. Fill in the trip information (part A) on the Cuala Juvenile Away Trip Parent/Guardian Information and Consent Form.
3. Circulate the Cuala Juvenile Away Trip Parent/Guardian Information and Consent Form to parents/guardians of the juveniles participating in the trip for completion and signature (part B).
4. Complete List of Responsible Adults form below detailing accompanying adults.
5. Return completed forms to the Children’s Officer







LIST OF RESPONSIBLE ADULTS
(TO BE COMPLETED BY COACH/MENTOR)

The Gaelic Games adult:child supervision ratio agreement forms part of the Code of Behaviour (Underage) and applies as a minimum ratio to all Club activities.
· Ratios of 2:10 apply to each group of ten children or up to ten children in a group
· Groups of 10-20 children must have a minimum of 3 adults present at all times 
· Any group that exceeds 20 in number must abide by the minimum ratios as per above.
· The number of coaches and/or responsible adults required will depend on the number of children with consideration also given to the nature of the activity as required and the needs of the children.
· The responsible adult, i.e. a person over 18 yrs of age, if not a qualified coach, shall be deemed a Supervisor of Children. 
· ALL accompanying adults MUST have valid Garda Vetting and Child Safeguarding Certification with the Gaelic Games Associations.
· It is essential that at least one individual with first aid qualifications be part of your organising group and that this individual be present or available throughout the trip.
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
